Thoughts on the Changeability of Microbes Pleomorphism, Isopathy and Modern Research into Prions
(Excerpt from Dr. Rau's new book:  "Biological Medicine - The Future of Natural Healing")
The research into the structure of prions has taken another step forward; we have gone further into the details of what are supposed to be Nature's wrong tracks.  It is a matter of finding the one substance, which bonds with prions and neutralizes their effect.  Does it actually cause "mad cow disease" and the terrible Creutzfeldt-Jakob syndrome in humans, as is generally supposed nowadays?  It is now believed that we can get closer to finding theses substances if we could change their structure, with the result that when treating a patient it would not be possible to give microbial particles to drive out the former prions.
For us, this research, however strong the determination and enthusiasm of our scientists, is an example of narrow vision and a loss of regulative, functional thinking in medicine such as has been practiced in cancer research for many years now.  Research is being carried out into small details, instead of an attempt being made to recognize the significance of a development, which leads to the fact that the body creates within itself components, which can destroy it.  It is a question of fighting the causes, not the effect.  So, we see parallels with cancer treatment and research, which for years also misguidedly resulted in no practical results or new forms of treatment.  In research we are taking too little account of the basic problem, that is, the disruption to the dynamics of the living organism, just as little as in orthodox treatments.   It is not being borne in mind that a human being is a part of the whole, of the earth in its completeness, and therefore it must of necessity also contain in itself rhythms of growth (of "self-destruction") in analogy to all living creatures on the earth.

The fundamental principals of organic life
Every living organism is an adaptive, dynamic system which can only maintain its inner balance if it keeps a constant eye on the changing environmental conditions.  In holistic medicine we call this "regulation".  Regulation is an expression of reactivity, vitality and also of an intact whole-body system.  The fundamental principle of regulation is phylogenetic development, the development that our genes have made over thousands of years.  We call this fundamental "understanding" of the body as to how it has to adapt "information", and we know that it is stored not only in genetic material but also in the proteins and intercellular material where the immune cells can also be found.
The great German researcher, Professor Günther Enderlein, proved back in the years before the war that the smallest protein corpuscles, of which every mammal and human being has huge numbers, are already present at their procreation in ovum and sperm and are therefore passed on by parents at birth, but they can also be acquired later from external sources and live in us for the whole of our life.  These protein corpuscles known as "protites" and the conglomerate forms of them which are present in every cell and bodily fluid of warm-blooded creatures known as "symprotites" are low-molecule protein chains of a few hundred amino acids-that is, "organic peptides" - and their stearic structures link with each other in a spiral shape and are characterized by the sequence of amino acids and the S- or N-atoms binding them together.  Protites must 
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therefore have a molecular weight of about 7,000 to 10,000, which also explains the fact that they are commonly found in the kidneys.
Very interesting connections have been shown in a new piece of research by Ch. Germer (Vienna 1996-97).  Using 2D electrophoresis, Germer was able to show that in biochemical terms, the main part of the "darkfield corpuscle" (symprotite), matched the protein structure of globin from the erythrocytes, and this points to the close connection between endobiosis and cell respiration.  As a result, endobionts move into a position where their significance for the origin of every form of aerobic life becomes clear.
When these proteins accumulate, they become spherical structures, which are colorless, heat resistance, and insoluble (Heinz corpuscles), which is exactly how they are to be found in tumor cells.  These research results also show that Enderlein was right in saying that endobionts in cancer cells are to be found in upward-developing high valencies or have an effect on the degeneration of the cell.
These "symbionts” can be acquired from external sources almost only through cellular material of animal origin, such as in foodstuffs.  Here again, the way animals are kept and thus their inner milieu determines the virulence of these proteins acquired from external sources.  In this way human beings are already intensively caught up in and linked into the relationships within nature.
Years ago a researcher who actually worked with Enderlein, Dr. Wolfram Seyfarth, M.D., pointed to these relationships and demonstrated that the mitochondria in our cells have the potential to develop their own  "in-house" bacteria and that where other micro-organisms can develop as a result of the decomposition of bacteria, viruses can also develop.  This also explains why treatment with antibiotics in the long-term favors the development of viral pathogens, as the bacterial products of the decomposition of the cells are the fundamental structure on which  

Enderlein also proved that in unfavorable conditions these symbionts could become lumpy, develop in an upward direction and become very virulent, developing upwards into viruses, bacteria and (in a strong shift of the milieu) even into fungi.  Interestingly, Enderlein also described how nucleic acid (DNA) develops from the protein particles of the protites during their upward development, this too being a carrier of information and genetic material.  This finding can be regarded as a significant impulse for a change of paradigm in medicine and biology.
As everybody knows, Enderlein and the researchers working with him described constant microbial change as, "pleomorphism"-that is, the science of change.  We also see similar approaches in the very old, tried and tested teachings of Ayurvedic and Chinese Medicine, only with completely different ideas.  Enderlein called these protein particles "protites" and observed that in cell metabolism these take on functions, which are important for life, such as maintaining the viscosity of the cells and bodily fluids and the transport of materials.  But he also found that they could multiply in number between the cells, become lumpy and change until the host cell is destroyed, according to the milieu present.
Particularly where there are obstruction factors, the ability to change can be blocked and expressed in the phase of an isolated single microbe.  It is then no longer possible for the pathogenic high valencies to regress endogenically.  Enderlein called this "mochlosis" (the Greek for a "state of obstruction") and demonstrated that this happens predominantly where there is contamination by electromagnetism, a lack of trace elements and toxic foci, but particularly in cases of heavy metal contamination.  Enderlein and also his later co-worker Dr. Baum, discovered these connections as they were incubating blood cultures from humans and animals and found that bacterium cultures and even fungal cultures were developing.  But if they added heavy metals 

microbes can develop.  Professor to these blood samples, or if they changed their acid-base milieu or the protein content, only certain monocultures formed, which then no longer changed themselves dynamically, i.e. they were "blocked".  This also explains the fact that in human beings whose milieu is contaminated by heavy metals, bacterial and viral problems developed at an increasing rate.  Isn't it true that we nowadays see these factors widespread in monocultures, in manured ground, in soil, which is contaminated with toxins, the products of which our cattle eat and concentrate?  Also, in the massive electromagnetic contamination to which, our animals and we are subjected by short wave transmitters, radio telephone, etc?
The dangers of treatment with antibiotics
If you imagine that pathogens in the body arise as a result of the agglomeration of proteins, which thereby change their character, then it is also clear that treatment with antibiotics cannot be successful in the long term.  By using them we only destroy the bacteria, opening up their membranes, but fragments remain in the body from which microbes can again grow, according to the pathological milieu remaining.  But the opening up of bacteria using antibiotics, particularly in the case of fungi, can even release highly poisonous bacterial toxins which are able to interfere with the cells and nerve functions.  Contrary to this, milieu therapy according to Enderlein makes the milieu unsuitable for them and therefore turns them back into normal non-pathogenic protites.
In his time, Professor Enderlein did not receive any recognition for this work, as this particular piece of knowledge regarding the dynamic development of viruses, bacteria and fungi in the organism and in human cells was considered unthinkable, as was the fact that a protein (not DNA!) can alter the genes of a human being.  We find it wonderful that, as a result of the new research being carried out, Professor Enderlein's view is being justified.  The person who really discovered the 
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"prion" is Professor Enderlein.  He was the first to describe how the protein from which microbes can appear in every human being in physiological form, but change to a pathogenic form mainly as a result of the wrong diet, just as the PrP proteins of the prion, are altered cell proteins from every cell of the body.  The cause of this mal-development is the giving of feed made from dead bodies to other animals-a grotesque form of faulty diet for naturally totally vegetarian cattle and sheep, which goes back over many generations of animals.
But Professor Enderlein made other discoveries, which are even more important:  every upward development of the protites (= symbionts) is strictly dependant on the inner milieu, the trace element content, the electromagnetic and redox potential of the cells, and above all the diet.  Shouldn't we make a start here, in other words carry out research into the influence of long-term change of the inner milieu, which is the real cause of chronic diseases?
An example: cattle, which developed the BSE virus, had been fed on "super-feed" containing ingredients of animal origin.  In fact, the leftovers from slaughterhouses had been given to the cattle in the form of meat and bone meal, which of course still contained the aforementioned animal, mal-developed protite forms.  But Professor Enderlein demonstrated that temperatures above boiling point do not alter the protites (prions) at all, that they can even withstand temperatures up to 340 degrees as well as deep freezing and drying for thousands of years.   He proved this by examining the dust in Egyptian pyramids, which had come from mummies, where the aspergillus fungus protites were still active, had even achieved very high valencies as a result of the mummification treatment and were capable of causing very severe lung diseases among the archaeologists.
The prospect of holistic milieu therapy
We see, therefore, that the inner milieu makes the most important 

contribution to the healing of chronic viral diseases.  Bonding or neutralizing the BSE prion will have no permanent effect, for a basic principle of nature underlies this, namely the maintenance and protection of species.  New viruses and particles which will make us ill will keep on appearing so long as we do not support and build up the inner parts (cell milieu, fluid milieu) of our cattle and animals but also of human beings by keeping them correctly and making sure that they have the right sort of lifestyle and diet.  It has already been shown in the case of hepatitis (viral disease), AIDS and other viral diseases that new forms are continually appearing and that there is no point in targeting them specifically as this does not attack the reason for their development.  However, if we change the lifestyle, the diet and in particular the orthomolecular milieu of the person, then no further viral disease develops or it becomes so weak as to be of no significance.
The orthomolecular milieu of human beings (trace element, vitamin and mineral content) can easily be determined using biological medical tests: hair mineral analysis, darkfield microscopy of the vital blood, heavy metal levels in the urine, etc.  In this way we see that people with recurrent viral infections can improve their ability to regulate quite significantlythrough such treatment and after a few months do not suffer any more relapses.  Even chronic viral diseases like herpes, neuralgia and even hepatitis  disappear as the body can now cope by itself with the now smaller number of virulent particles.
Professor Enderlein also discovered that the "high valencies" (that is, the "agglomerated" large forms of the protites) could be reduced and destroyed by their apathogenic low valencies.  This is the basic idea behind isopathic therapy or "Isopathy":  that is, therapy using endogenic substances.  The SANUM-Kehlbeck isopathic remedies used in this type of treatment contain the apathogenic low valencies for the majority of important "disease" pathogens.  The best known of these medications are 

the remedies MUCOKEHL and NIGERSAN, made from the fungus cultures of Mucor racemosus and the mold Aspergillus niger.  The combination of this form of therapy with the orthomolecular therapy and change of diet described above brings about quite striking results in the treatment of chronic viral diseases and infections.  This truly biological therapy also has a real effect on most immunizations - in particular hepatitis, which we cannot recommend, or influenza immunizations.
The consequences of the knowledge, which we have acquired
   Grazing animals should not be given any feed of animal origin at all during their lifetime, in order to stop the spiral of "upward development".  Calves should not be fed with milk from mother cows which themselves have been given feed containing ingredients of animal origin.
   For as long as this cannot be guaranteed, meat from grazing animals should not be eaten.
   The consumption of meat by humans and the consumption of milk (milk contains the same protites and high valencies) should be restricted to the minimum.  We recommend a vegetarian diet, or at the most a meat meal once or twice a week of poultry, which has been raised without hormones or feed containing meat and bone meal.
   Strict attention must be paid to the replacement of minerals in cereal fields and vegetable fields.  Particular attention should be paid to selenium, manganese and magnesium and these should be given as a supplement in organic form.
   In patients with chronic illnesses, viruses and infections the first line of approach is treatment of the inner milieu with alkaline therapy, diet, trace elements, best based on an analysis of the individual's requirements using the investigations mentioned above.
